	Eco Eric’s Tip: We can do our bit to help bees by planting a range of flowers so they have access to nectar from March to October.  Bees love traditional cottage garden flowers and native wildflowers such as primrose, foxglove, lavender and marigolds. If you find a bumblebee that appears to be struggling, it may have run out of energy. The best thing to do is gently place it on a bee-friendly flower. Alternatively, mix 50:50 white sugar and water to give it an energy boost. Offer a drop or two to the bee on a teaspoon or upturned drinks cap allowing it time to recuperate.

(When it says, ‘He ascended’, what does it mean but that he had also descended into the lower parts of the earth? He who descended is the same one who ascended far above all the heavens, so that he might fill all things.) The gifts he gave were that some would be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, some pastors and teachers, to equip the saints for the work of ministry, for building up the body of Christ, until all of us come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to maturity, to the measure of the full stature of Christ. We must no longer be children, tossed to and 
fro
 and blown about by every wind of doctrine, by people’s trickery, by their craftiness in deceitful scheming. But speaking the truth in love, we must grow up in every way into him who is the head, into Christ, from whom the whole body, joined and knitted together by every ligament with which it is equipped, as each part is working properly, promotes the body’s growth in building itself up in love.
