Most of us enjoy chocolate eggs at Easter, but how did the connection between eggs and
Easter originate? Eggs were an ancient symbol of new life at pagan spring festivals and
readily adopted by the Christian Church to symbolise resurrection at Easter. Hen’s eggs
are a good source of protein with a lower carbon footprint than either red or white meat.
Eggshells are made of calcium carbonate and can be added to your compost heap to
provide calcium, an essential nutrient for plants. Don’t worry that they are slow to break
down; crushing first will speed the process. Torn up egg cartons are also good in the
compost heap!
